Children are taken to the 02 by coach during the school day for the concert, involving around 8000 children and will
perform to an audience in the evening. The coach will leave school around 10am and will not arrive back until
approximately 11.30pm.

If you would like your child to take part, please log on to your MCAS App and go to trips tab. Here you will see the
options to consent/Sign up and pay for ‘Young Voices 2025 — Pupil Coach Payment. Please ensure you sign up by
Monday 30%" September 2024.

Please note that if you child choses to attend this trip then they must also sign up for the Performing Arts club from
Wednesday 18" September 2024 as this is where all rehearsals for the Young Voices concert will take place.

Please see below costing for the different items for your consideration for the Young Voices Concert:

e £23.50 per child- (cost of the coach) This is a mandatory payment

e £15.00 each - Children’s T-shirts and Torch optional payment— however the children do enjoy wearing a
special Young Voices T Shirt and the access to a small torch for the concert

e £27.00 each— Parent/Carer Audience Tickets — optional if parents/carers wish to attend

Please note that parent audience tickets are limited and are not guaranteed. Once your child has signed up we will
send you link to join the “‘Young Voices Music Room’. Once added, you will be asked to sign up and add your child to
access your own dashboard and the shop where you can place and pay for your own tickets, pupil t-shirt orders and
other merchandise. Pupils can also join the ‘Music Room’ for at-home practice of the songs and dance moves.
